Kerbside service times and Landfill Operating Hours 

Kerbside pick up 

The kerbside service pick up day for residents in Bundarra is Tuesday.  

Please place your bin outside your home on the evening before the nominated collection day so not 
to miss an early morning collection time. (Missed bins will not be collected until the subsequent 
week’s service for your area.) 

Please be advised that wheelie bins can not be collected if the weight exceeds 150 kg. An automatic 
scale on the truck rejects the bin if the weight exceeds this limit. 

Residents are asked to place their bins outside their home as close to the road as practical. This 
should be at least 1 metre apart and with at least 1 metre clearance from any other object (e.g. a 
fence).  

 

Opening Hours Bundarra Landfill, Bingara Road 

Closed Tuesday and Wednesday 

Monday, Thursday and Friday 8.00 am – 4.00 pm 

Sunday 9.00 am – 3.00 pm 

The Bundarra Landfill is closed on Public Holidays including Christmas Day, Good Friday, and Anzac 
Day. 

 

Opening Hours Bundarra Recycling Station, Council Depot, Bundarra (Beside the General Store)
