2.0  INTRODUCTION 

This report presents the findings of a Hazardous Materials survey and assessment conducted 

on the existing building (former service station and attached residence) located on the property 

at 136 Bridge St., Uralla (the Site). 

 

The survey was conducted by SafeWork NSW Licenced Asbestos Assessor Mr. Nik Orr of 

Banksia EnviroSciences on 6th August 2023. 

3.0  SCOPE OF WORKS 

The Hazardous Materials survey was limited to the accessible and representative areas of the 

at the retail buildings at 136 Bridge St., Uralla where proposed demolition works are to be 

performed (see Figure 1, below) and included a visual assessment, probe, and collection of 

representative building material samples for evaluation at the site.

The hazardous materials surveyed and evaluated for at the site included: 

 

• Asbestos; 

• Synthetic mineral fibre (SMF); 

• Lead; and 

• Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) 

4.0  SURVEY METHODOLOGY 

An assessment of the buildings under assessment at the Uralla site was performed to establish 

the locations and applications in which asbestos, SMF, lead and PCB materials have been used 

within the construction of the site structures.
