UPDATE ON BUNDARRA SEWERAGE SCHEME

Water meter reading is conducted 
in November and May each year 
in Bundarra and Uralla, with water 
bills due to be sent out at the end of 
the reading month. 

Council relies on accurate and 
timely water meter readings to 
make sure you are billed correctly.  

You can help by allowing clear 
access to your water meter so meter 
readers can record your water use 
and repair or replace your water 
meter when required.

Council staff may not be able to 
read your meter if it is behind a 
locked gate or if it is unsafe to enter 
the property.

REMINDER: RESIDENTS ASKED TO CLEAR THE WAY FOR METER READERS
meter readers accessing the meter 
include:

•	 the presence of a dog 
•	 it is buried in concrete or dirt 
•	 it is surrounded by overgrown 

grass, garden or vegetation. 

Please ensure there is at least one 
(1) metre clearance either side 
of your water meter and two (2) 
metres above it for Council staff to 
safely access your meter.

If Council cannot safely gain access 
to your water meter to obtain a 
reading, we may have to estimate 
your usage.

An estimate is based on the 
property’s previous usage pattern.  

Works on the Bundarra Sewerage 
Scheme are around 70% complete, 
with completion expected in March 
next year. The wet weather caused 
some delay to bulk earthworks 
at the Sewer Treatment Plant 
(STP), but these have now been 

completed. Also at the STP, the 
irrigation pump shed is complete, 
the solar panels have charged 
the batteries and the irrigation 
and pipework has been run and 
pressure tested successfully. The 
sewer rising main from the corner 

of Oliver and Bombelli Streets to 
the STP is in place.

Vents and valves have been 
installed (odour filtered air valve 
pit, pictured).

Around half of the 174 Pressure 
Sewerage Units have been installed 
at each property. 

When an actual meter read can 
be taken following one or more 
estimates, the account will be 
adjusted so that customers are 
invoiced according to actual water 
used to date.
