Uralla Community Street Store gears
up for fundraising through 2021

The Uralla Community Street
Store is set to deliver another year
of fundraising opportunities for
community groups and non-profit
organisations in the Uralla CBD.

The Community Street Store is
an important avenue for Council
to facilitate community capacity
building and provides fundraising
opportunities for local non-profit
and community groups throughout
the year.

On behalf of the Uralla Shire
community, Council invests over
$12,000 annually to make the
Community Street Store available to
non-profit and community groups
to raise funds and awareness of the
group’s activities.

Council established the Uralla
Community Street Store in 2007 as
a way for local non-profit groups
to raise funds for their activities
during the year. Council maintains
the Street Store and facilitates
community groups’ use of the store
free of charge.
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The Australia Day Ambassador is
the NSW Young Australian of the
Year 2013, former NRL player and
founder of the Future Director
Network, Mr Corey Payne.

At this year's Citizenship Ceremony,
four residents of the Uralla Shire
will receive Australian Citizenship.

The wusual foods stalls will be
available at this year's celebrations,
however due to COVID Safe
requirements there will be no
jumping castle, merry-go-round,
face painting or thong/gumboot
throwing competitions. COVID Safe
requirements at the time, such as
registering attendance, sanitising
and social distancing will be in place.
